The romantic
poets include Wordsworth, Colerdige, Shelly, Byron, and Keats who have held sway over
English literature across cultures. Charged with the spirit of revolution—consequent
upon french revolution, this movement brough a cataclysmic change in the notion of
literature itself and defiined poetry as “a sponataneous overflow of powerful feelings”.
